Special Accommodation Seating for Commencement

Recognizing some of our guests, due to physical limitations, may require seating
that avoids the need to navigate stairs, we have a designated area with limited
space.

The Commencement ceremony will be held in Hermann Court, which offers
stadium seating on one side. There are no handrails ascending into the seating
area and the steps are steep. Special Accommodation seats are reserved for
individuals in wheelchairs or those who cannot easily navigate the stairs.

» Securing Special Accommodation tickets

o Students with a guest requiring special accommodation seating must
complete an online form requesting a pass. Please use the following link

o Due to limited space, we can only accommodate up to one special
accommodation request per graduate and one companion to the
individual needing special seating.

o Please note that guests in the special accommodation section will require
BOTH an entry ticket (one of the 6 allotted to each graduate) AND a
special accommodation seating pass.

o Requests for special accommodation must be received by Monday, April
20.

e Special Accommodation Guest Drop-off/Parking
o For ground-level access to seating, guests who will be in the Special
Accommodations area should be dropped off behind Hermann Court.
o Commencement staff will be available to assist guests to their seats. All
cars will need to be parked in the designated parking lots.

o Early arrival begins at 9:30 a.m. to ensure that all our guests will be
seated by 10:15 a.m. when the processional starts.

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FAQs

What should | wear besides my cap and gown?

o Commencement is a formal occasion and appropriate attire under your
gown is required. For the ceremony, it is suggested you wear comfortable
shoes (please, no flip flops) and men should wear pants (not shorts). Keep
in mind that the gym is not air conditioned. Depending on the weather, it
can get very hot in Hermann Court! Do not iron your gown, but please
hang it up or steam it to remove creases before the ceremony.

What can | bring to the ceremony?

o Do not bring anything that you can’t carry in your pocket under your
robe. There is no option for securing personal property during the
ceremony. We strongly discourage carrying large items (e.g., balloons or
bouquets).

What about transcripts?

o One complimentary copy of your final transcript and your diploma will be
mailed to your home address by late June for Spring graduates (provided
your student account is clear with Student Accounts).

o The approximate date for diplomas and transcripts to be mailed is June
15.
